Ackvowledging the territory on which you go to school, play and live on is very
important in the beginning steps of building respectful relationships with Indigenous
communities. For far too long, these communities haven’'t been properly recognized as
the First Peoples (iving on the land. The (and is now known as Canada.

rerlect on your intentions

Think about what your intentions are in saying these words of acknowledgement.
Acknowledgements aren’t just empty words. They're actions that we take towards
reconciliation following the words.

Find out on whose land you live

It could be multiple different nations of communities, and it’s important to
acknowledge them all! If they are part of a Treaty, you should include that too. If they
weren't part of a Treaty, you can say it’s the unceded or unsurrendered territory (this
wmeans no agreement was reached about the land).

Get help pronouncing words

It's always important to learn how to pronounce the names of people and communities
when talking about them or to them, even though it wmight not be familiar to you.

example of an ACknowledgement
